With its ability to publicize legislators’ votes and candidates’ views on cancer, ACS CAN is able to educate the public on the politics of cancer and where their policymakers stand.
The organization also has an unlimited lobbying capacity, whereas the Society has specific limits on how it communicates with lawmakers. Moving forward, ACS CAN will

increasingly participate in campaign activities and electoral opportunities to ensure legislators know that their actions are being carefully monitored by cancer advocates across the country.
