
Celebration on the Homefront

A Webcast “Watch Party”… In Your Community
Celebration on the Homefront  is an activity designed to enable local communities to take part in Celebration on the Hill via a streaming webcast, available throughout the day of Celebration on the Hill at www.celebrationonthehill.org . Celebration on the Homefront will give people in communities across the country the chance to be a part of this historic event. Celebration on the Homefront can serve as a kick-off for some Relay communities; a wrap-up for others; or just an excuse for a community to get together to celebrate the difference we are making in the fight against cancer. All you need to get started is a volunteer or group of volunteers to coordinate the party. 
INVITES:  Depending on your venue, you may want to invite individuals and families in your community that have been impacted by cancer. The “watch parties” are also a great chance to bring together Relay For Life committee members, Team Captains, participants, sponsors, American Cancer Society Relay For Life Wall of Hope sponsors, media, and Ambassador families.
GET THE WORD OUT:  Send an Evite or have a volunteer send a blast email to anyone who might be interested. You can also use the Celebration on the Hill graphic available on the web site to create flyers for distribution.
TIME:  Celebration on the Hill begins at 10 a.m. Eastern Standard Time and ends at 10 p.m. EST. You could plan a gathering to catch the Survivor’s Lap or the American Cancer Society Relay For Life Wall of Hope lighting; or an after-work party to coincide with the Luminaria ceremony. Remember the time difference when planning your party.

VENUE:  Celebration on the Homefront can be as big or small as you’d like. You can project the webcast on a wall at a house party; on a big screen in a gym or place of worship; or on the side of a building in a park or other public area. Small groups can just gather around a computer screen!
